There are many promises in Scripture for believers. Of all the promises in
the Bible, here are ten that | encourage you to personally call out to God
and claim in Jesus Name:

1. God promises to strengthen you when you are weak. “For this
reason | bow my knees before the Father, from whom every fami-
ly in heaven and on earth is named, that according to the riches
of his glory he may grant you to be strengthened with power
through his Spirit in your inner being.” (Ephesians 3:14-16)

2. God promises to give you rest when you are weary. “Then Jesus
said, ‘Come to me, all of you who are weary and carry heavy bur-
dens, and | will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you. Let me
teach you, because | am humble and gentle at heart, and you will
find rest for your souls. For my yoke is easy to bear, and the bur-
den | give you is light.”” (Matthew 11:28-30)

3. God promises to take care of all your needs. “And this same God
who takes care of me will supply all your needs from his glorious
riches, which have been given to us in Christ Jesus.” (Philippians
4:19)

4. God promises to answer your prayers. “Ask, and it will be given to
you; seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be opened to
you.” (Matthew 7:7)
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5. God promises to work everything out for your good. “And we
know that God causes everything to work together for the good
of those who love God and are called according to his purpose for
them.” (Romans 8:28)

6. God promises to be with you “/ will not fail you or abandon you.
This is my command—be strong and courageous! Do not be
afraid or discouraged. For the Lord your God is with you wherever
you go.” (Joshua 1:5,9)

7. God promises to protect you. “This | declare about the LORD: He
alone is my refuge, my place of safety; he is my God, and | trust
him.”
