Vs. 1 – The __________________________ of heaven opens.  Compare that to ch. 19:11 
when Christ and His army come out of heaven to wage war on God’s enemy.   
This army is the entire ____________________________ in heaven during the Tribulation.  
This fits a Pretribulation view of the end times.

See 1 Chronicles 24 and 25.  Aaron the high priest had two sons, Eliazer and Ithimar.  
Between them they had ___________________________________ sons. 
These sons headed up the ministry in the Temple.    
 
The musicians in the Temple  numbered _________________________ and they were 
divided up into ___________________ groups to match the 24 elders of the Temple.   
See Revelation 7 and 12  - Some think that means the 24 elders in verse 4 represents Israel.
