3. God promises to take care of all your needs. (Philippians 4:19) 

4. God promises to answer your prayers. (Matthew 7:7) 

5. God promises to work everything out for your good. (Romans 8:28) 

6. God promises to be with you (Joshua 1:5,9) 

7. God promises to protect you. (Psalm 91:2) 

8. God promises freedom from sin. (1 John 1:9) 

9. God promises that nothing can separate you from Him. (Romans 8:38-39) 

10. God promises you everlasting life. (John 3:16) 

2 Corinthians 1:20  ends our sermon today. “For all of God’s promises have been fulfilled in Christ with 

a resounding “Yes!” And through Christ, our “Amen” (which means “Yes”) ascends to God for his 

glory.”
